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The Pybus Camp site nestles on the slopes of the Cleveland Hills (GR: NZ542039), just over a 
mile from the picturesque village of Kirkby-in-Cleveland and is set below the Wainstones.  It is 
ideally situated for walking and climbing (Scout Leaders must hold the appropriate qualification).  
 
The camp site covers an area of 15 acres of rough moorland and is ideal for wide games etc.   
 
Access to the site for cars and vans is via the road from Kirkby-in-Cleveland and a bridleway/rough 
track (on the right) from the main entrance gate to the site car park.  Please ensure that the main 
gate or rough track are not blocked at any time. 
 
Please park your vehicles in the car park at the top of the hill.  Do NOT park to the side or front of 
the House.  
 
Important Note:   The road (known as Hill Road) leading up to the site from Kirkby village is 
unsuitable for coaches or large lorries.  It is impossible  to turn a coach or large lorry round at the 
entrance to the site.

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There is a fully fitted kitchen with sink unit, fridge/freezer, microwave, kettles and power points.   
 
There is sufficient cooking equipment, crockery and cutlery for 24 persons. 
 
The kitchen also has a coal fire.  If you wish to use the coal fire, please bring your own supply of 
wood and coal (available locally at Farmway Stores situated between Stokesley and Kirkby 
village). 
�
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There is a small cloakroom/store room area situated off the Hall/Dining Room. 
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The Hall/Dining Room has sufficient tables and chairs to seat 24.  These must be regularly 
washed/cleaned using a suitable antibacterial solution.

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The indoor toilets/wash area is situated off the Hall/Dining Room.  These must be regularly 
washed/cleaned using a suitable antibacterial solution.

Currently there is one upstairs bedroom which will hold a maximum  of six persons.  There are two 
bunk beds in this room.  It is suggested that the other two occupants bring sleep mats/single camp 
mattresses to sleep on. 
 
No shoes or boots should be worn in the bedroom.

Cooking is by Calor Gas.   
 
Heating is currently supplied by electric fires. 
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This is a wooden building (bothy) with three bedrooms which will sleep up to 16 people on bunk 
beds (6 + 6 + 4).   
 
Whilst it has a basic kitchen area, there are NO cooking facilities – other than kettles and a 
microwave.  Similarly, there is NO water and NO washing facilities.  Water and washing facilities 
are available at the House, some 200 metres away.  There is, however, sufficient crockery and 
cutlery for use by up to 16 persons. 
�
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Camping is on rough moorland.   
 
Tents should not  be situated in front of the House.  This is where the House sewage and drainage 
system is situated(!).  
 
Parts of the camp site can become very wet and waterlogged after rain or snowfall, so care is 
advised when deciding where to pitch your tents! 
 
There are a number of brick altar fires on the camping area.  However, parties wishing to use the 
altar fires must ensure they bring their own firewood. 
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There is an ablution block and washing up facilities attached to the outside of the House.  
 
Please ensure that all washing up is done in the Pan Wash and not  in the Toilet blocks.  Hot water 
is supplied to both areas.

However, the 
health, safety and well-being of all our visitors is of the utmost importance to us.

Copies of 
most of them are attached at the back of this booklet.  
 
Similarly, ALL  Group/Event Leaders must accept total responsibility for ensuring that ALL  
MEMBERS OF THEIR PARTY/GROUP are fully aware of and, most importantly, adhere to all the 
Health, Safety and Hygiene procedures/routines which have been put in place for the benefit of the 
health, safety and welfare of all persons whilst using this site.  
 
The importance of good hygiene ensures that the risk of any tummy upsets and e-coli in particular 
is prevented/kept to a minimum. 
 
Hands should be washed using a suitable antibacterial soap and warm water after using the toilet, 
after being involved in any activities outside, before and after food preparation and eating.  
Group/Event Leaders are requested to bring a good supply of antibacterial soap.   
 
Ticks have occasionally been found on the site.  It is part of life in the countryside and being in 
such a rural area.

The drinking water usually goes first – if this 
happens, please contact the Duty Warden. 
 
Similarly, if the pipes “silt up” due to excessive rain, the water may go off.  Again, please contact 
the Duty Warden. 
 
PLEASE USE THE WATER SPARINGLY .  There are only two drinking water taps – one is 
situated at the front of the house and the other one is in the Kitchen.   Please ensure you run both 
these taps for two minutes prior to use upon arrival at the site.

·  Do - Report any damage to the Duty Warden immediately. 

·  Do - Report any accidents involving injury to any member of your Group to the Duty 

Warden immediately.

use.  Use the sinks in the Pan Wash Room!! 

·  Don’t  - dig any pits for fires or ovens.

·  Don’t  - deposit any refuse or dirty water in the streams – the water is used to

)	������������8�5� Ticks are small parasites, which feed on the blood of mammals (including 
humans), reptiles and birds. They belong to the same family as spiders.  

Ticks do not have wings to fly. They also cannot jump. They travel by walking on the ground and 
up plants. Then they latch on to a passing host (the chosen animal). They do this by using special 
hooks on their legs. Some species of tick live in the burrows or nests of animals and birds and 
complete their life cycle there. 

Ticks vary in colour (ranging from reddish to dark brown or black), and differ in size, depending on 
the species, age and sex of the tick, and whether it has fed. 

   

����� ��9��� 5� Ticks are very tiny. Many people think of them as being quite big, but this is 
because they are used to seeing a balloon-like tick on a dog or cat. This is how the large nymphs 
or adult ticks look after they have fed for several days and are full of blood. By this time, they look 
like a pink or blue-black balloon, and often protrude from the pet's fur.

Tick are more likely to attach to people and their pets in the UK.  One is Ixodes ricinus (also known 
as the sheep Tick, wood Tick, deer Tick and castor bean Tick), the second is Ixodes hexagonus 
(also known as the hedgehog Tick), and the third is Dermacentor reticulatus (also known as the 
ornate cow Tick or the marsh Tick).  However, there are many different species of Ticks in Britain, 
and 15 of them have been known to attach to people.  It can depend on the area, habitat and 
surrounding wildlife, as to which species are most abundant.

�� �
�� ������ �����8� - Ticks can be found in lots of places including woodlands, 
moorland, meadows and rural areas.  Areas usually associated with Tick-Borne diseases are 
Exmoor, The Lake District, New Forest, The Scottish Highlands, Thetford Forest, The North York 
Moors and The South Downs.  Ticks thrive wherever there is plenty of vegetation and diverse 
wildlife. 
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Ticks normally choose wildlife and farm livestock to be their hosts.  However, people and pets send 
out the same signals (body heat and chemicals) as the Tick's usual hosts.  The Tick recognises 
these signals as being from a potential host and they will readily attach.  Because we are not 
generally the intended host, we become "incidental hosts", meaning that we are just in the wrong 
place at the wrong time 

Due to various factors, Ticks are more abundant and are active for longer periods (even at low 
temperatures) therefore, it has become more common for us to be incidental hosts.

�(��������������� - Tick bites can be reduced by dressing sensibly in T ick 
infested areas.  Ensure you wear appropriate clothi ng including long trousers which are 
tucked into thick socks, elasticated cuffs and wais tband to prevent Ticks from crawling 
under your clothing and wear a 25-50% 'DEET'-based repellent.  Avoid walking though 
overhanging vegetation and always use established p aths. 
  

                          
 

CORRECT TICK REMOVAL USING A TOOL  - There are a number of Tick-removal tools on the 
market all over the world. All claim to be safe and efficient but this may not always be the case.  

1.  The most important aspects of Tick removal are: 
2. The mouth parts of the Tick should be cleanly removed along with the rest of its body. 
3. The body of the Tick must not be compressed. 
4. The Tick should not be stressed or injured, because this can cause it to regurgitate its 

blood meal along with any infective organisms. 
5. The Tick should be removed without causing the host any discomfort.

rubber / plastic gloves or, in the absence of gloves, shield fingers with tissue or paper. 

1. Choose the most suitable O'Tom Tick Twister hook, according to the size of the Tick (each 
pack contains two sizes, one for adult Ticks and one for the tiny nymph Ticks). 

2. Engage the hook by approaching the Tick from the side (the body of the Tick is flat) until it 
is held securely. 

3. Lift the hook very lightly and TURN IT (screwing or unscrewing). The Tick detaches itself 
after 2-3 rotations. 

4. After removing the Tick, disinfect the bite site and wash hands with soap and water. 
5. Save the Tick for identification in case you become ill within several weeks.  Write the date 

of the bite in pencil on a piece of paper and put it with the Tick in a sealed plastic bag and 
store it in a freezer.  Your doctor can use the information to assist in making an accurate 
diagnosis.  Although not every Tick carries Borreliosis or any of the associated co-
infections, immediate removal of an attached Tick is recommended. 

 
DO NOT use petroleum jelly, any liquid solutions, or freeze / burn the Tick, as this will stimulate it 
to regurgitate its stomach contents, increasing the chance of infection.
